STEP 1: Prepare The Cable

0 Strip the cable jacket for about 3 cm and remove the
outer metal braiding.

@ Remove about 2 cm aluminium foil around the five
twisted pairs. It's important to keep 1 cm blue aluminium
foil around the twisted pairs. You need to be able to rec-
ognize the different pairs & wires in the next step.

Fasten the cable onto the shell with
the metal belt and screw, but first attach
the remaining drain wire (Grounding)
under the belt. Cut off the drain wire
1 cm after the bridge.

9 Install the upper half of the metal
shell and fix with the available screws.
Be sure to keep the wires clear from the
screwholes.
